THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PALATIAL COMPLEX
IN UGARIT

K.A. Starodoub-Scharr

In the western half of the tell, naturally opposed to the acropolis with the main city temples, the
remains of three palaces of different time have been discovered along with several other large official
buildings. Although this part of Ugarit preserved its official functions in the course of a whole
millennium at least, its inner organization has suffered serious changes, primarily reflected in the cardinal

re-construction of the royal residence.

1. Northern Palace was-the oldest residence of Ugaritic kings; our information about it is rather
meagre. Its modest architecture, orthostate lining and the probable absence of the first floor are unusual
for Ugarit. The royal residence surrounded by its dependencies should have been forming the core of the
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whole quarter, whose parts were preserved and later included in the new palatial complex of the late
Ugarit. It is highly probable that the Northern palace was built already in the 18th cent. B. C. survived
the period of the decline together with few other buildings and was left as soon as the new revival of the
city gave the opportunity to construct a more luxurious royal residence. The Northern palace was left
indeed about 1550 B. C. without any military or natural upheavals; all the furniture was taken out, no
attempts to restore the building were undertaken. Gradually the ground was taken over by the modest
living quarters of the city. ]

Since the northern slope of the tell has been heavily damaged by the erosion one can see the Northern
palace practically in the centre of the old north-western part of the hill and on the same axis with the
temples of acropolis, which, obviously, was the point of orientation for its main eastern facade.

2. The new palace was transferred to the periphery of the tell. Several reasons could possibly
influence this re-organization. The abandoning of the Northemn palace could have been caused by the
change of the political and general cultural orientation of Ugarit at the moment, when the Hurrian
population of the city attained a certain power. It could have been the rulers of a new dynasty who
erected the new residence on the new place. The King List of Ugarit (KTU 1. 113) does not reflect any
interruptions in the rule since the time of Northern Palace. The Great Royal Palace was obviousky buill
after the Ugaritic epic, with the important pieces about Keret and Daniel, the mythic kings, had been
recorded and, thus, canonized; the inner structure of the residence proves to match the peculiarities of the
royal cult.

3. The functions of the citadel have been confined to the defence of the palace. The destructions in the
middle 14th cent. BC were followed by the general refinement and reconstruction in the western area of

the palatial precinct. The growth and consolidation of the palatial quarter within the city isolated the
north-western part of the tell from the inner residential areas.
